Holston Annual Conference Convenes on

Sunday, June 14

Under the theme of “Offer Them Christ,” and beginning Sunday
evening, June 14, members of the Holston Annual Conference will
gather at Lake Junaluska to begin our annual session of business,
worship and Bible study. The session will conclude on Wednesday
afternoon, June 17, with the fixing of the pastoral appointments for the
Conference’s 900+ churches. The lead speaker and preacher will be
the Rev. Adam Hamilton, founding pastor of the United Methodist
Church of the Resurrection in Leawood, Kansas.

Rev. Hamilton was named Distinguished Evangelist of the United
Methodist Church by the Foundation for Evangelism. The church he
serves has grown from four people in 1990 to over 12,000 adult
members, with an average weekly worship attendance of more than
7,500. We look forward to his leadership.

There are 17 people from FCUMC who will be voting members of
our Conference. Our church’s members to the Conference are Alta
Huskey, Carol Lytle and Brennan Smith. There are other laity who
represent the district and Conference in various ways as well as our
pastors and other clergy who are related to our church.

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F THE PASTOR CORNERED

Have you ever been out with friends for a meal
and out of a kind gesture you offered to pay for the
meal, but then had the friend gently, but persistently,
refuse the offer? My experience has been that those
of us who are often quick to offer grace are frequently
the very ones who are less likely to be a good grace
receiver. We may be the first ones to ask how
someone is doing, but the last ones to talk about how
we are doing. Why do we do that?

The blessing of being a grace giver is only
equaled by the blessing of being a grace receiver. To
bake someone a casserole and give it to them when
they are sick is a labor of love, and just as much a
blessing of grace to the giver as to the receiver. None
of us would ever want to rob someone of a blessing,
but | feel that when we decline an offer to receive
help, we may be doing just that.

As pastors we want to create an ever widening
circle of people who develop a meaningful
relationship with Jesus and then personally discover
creative and significant ways they can use God-given
gifts to help serve Christ. We become a blessing to
each other; more importantly, we become a witness
to those who are yet to know Christ.

Is there a way we can both grow the church and
be a blessing to others? As pastors, we think so.

As pastors we strive hard to provide meaningful
congregational care to those who are in need and are
connected to the church. Even with our best efforts
we find that we, as clergy, can never visit our shut-ins
enough, take care of all who are going through
surgery and recovery, and the myriad of other more
unique transitions in life that would benefit from
spiritual care. In reality, the congregation as a whole
does not expect us to. Strong ministries developed
by Sunday School classes and Circles often reach out
to those who are homebound, sick, and going
through grief. Ministries like Grief Share, Divorce
Care, Caregivers Support, and Stephen Ministry all

create ways to help us as a congregation taking
care of us as a congregation. This is an impressive
list that is not inclusive of all that is accomplished
by the many gifted members of our congregation!

In the next few weeks, we will be introducing
a new ministry designed to deepen and broaden
the level of congregational care that is provided
by the church. As clergy, we are training Stephen
Ministers (and others of like mind) to add another
level of care to those who are in the hospital and
are homebound. As a congregation, you can
expect to see some of these trained members visit
in hospitals and nursing homes over the next few
weeks. These church members will be wearing a
badge that clearly identifies them by name and
the name of the church. These members are not
counselors nor preachers. They are, first and
foremost, people who love and care for others and
want to walk with others through some of life’s
transition times. They are people who have a
passion for making sure that others know of
Christ’s love and care for them. They are giving
freely of their time and energy to serve others! We
hope you allow yourself to be blessed by receiving
care from these gifted individuals, and allow
these members the blessing of using their gifts and
skills in a meaningful way. All of what happens
during a visit is held in strict confidence, only
shared with pastors.

Please know that we as pastors will continue
to do hospital and homebound visits. However,
there will be times when you will be blessed by
seeing them instead of us! Adding this new level
of congregational care only helps us as a church
strengthen our bonds of Christian love within our
walls and out. What a wonderful way for us to
both grow the church and be a blessing to others.
